SUBORDINATION AGREEMENT WITH CAMBRAY HOUSING CORPORATION
AND COMMUNITY BANK, NATIONAL ASSOCIATION


WHEREAS, Cambray Housing Corporation (hereinafter “Cambray”) has submitted to the Village Board of the Village of Gouverneur (hereinafter “Village”) aSubordination Agreement requesting that the Village subordinate its right of reverter to
Community Bank, N.A., pursuant to a $4.1 million loan to be made by Community Bank, N.A. to
Cambray Housing Corporation for the improvement and rehabilitation of said housing project; and


WHEREAS, the Village deems it beneficial to the residents of said housing project and the
Village to subordinate said right of reverter to effectuate the improvements and rehabilitation to
be completed with the proceeds of said loan.


NOW, THEREFORE, be it 

RESOLVED that the Deputy Mayor of the Village of Gouverneur be and hereby is
authorized and empowered to sign the Subordination Agreement between the Village of Gouverneur, Cambray Housing Corporation, and Community

Bank, National Association; and it is further

RESOLVED that this Resolution shall take effect immediately.
